The next step in the development of the project "SEEDS:
Substance of circular Economy concept as Efficacious
Determinant for the development of Successful
entrepreneurship" focuses on the development of the
SEEDS Recognition and validation Open Education
Resource (OER), aimed to be applied in the area of
recognition and validation of competences acquired
through the participation in non-formal training courses
on Circular Economy related aspects and their
implementation in day to day activities of startuppers.

In parallel, the partners are also working to translate the
SEEDS m-learning solution for startuppers in their
languages and create video and audio files to accompany
the training modules to make them more appealing to
VET users and entrepreneurs.
